BULBS REPLACEMENT INSTRUCTIONS

IF THE FIXTURE IS NOT YET INSTALLED, SKIP BULBS REPLACEMENT
INSTRUCTIONS AND PROCEED WITH ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS.

1. Prior to installing or servicing this product, disconnect the transform-
er from the main power supply.

2. Remove the glare guard with hand by rotating the glare guard
counterclockwise from the fixture.

3. Insert a G5.3 bi-pin MR16 LED lamp (15 watt maximum) into the
socket.

4. Clockwise the glare guard by hand with tighten until snug.

MR16 LED lamps have an operating voltage range of 10-15 volts AC. Operating LED lamps with voltage greater than
15V may damage the internal components of the LED and voids the manufacturer warranty. LED lamps maintain light
output, full color, and instant start capabilities to temperatures down to -20 degrees Celsius. LED lamps will operate
at the desired light output with voltage as low as 10V and as high as 15V, providing balanced light output from the
fixture located closest to the transformer to the fixture located furthest from the transformer.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

1. Prior to installing or servicing this product, disconnect the transformer
from the main power supply.

2. Screw the fixture into the Mounting Bracket (BB) hole. Secure the
fixture body (AA) in the desired position by tightening the locking nut.
3. Determine the desired location for the fixture. Pass self-tapping
screws (CC) through holes on the surface mount. Thread the self-
tapping screws (CC) into the surface to secure the fixture.

4. Strip the two fixture pigtail wires. Attach the two fixture leads to the
two main supply cable leads using the two provided waterproof
connectors (DD). Please note that the fixture wiring should be buried no
deeper than six inches to ensure connectivity to the main supply cable.
6. Using a Phillips head screwdriver, loosen the screw located in the
knuckle. Angle the fixture to the desired position and retighten the
screw.

7. Reconnect the transformer to the main power supply. Turn on the
power to the fixture and verify proper position and operation.

TROUBLESHOOTING

1) The light does not come on at all:
a) Make sure the wall switch and circuit breaker are on.
b) Make sure the wiring is correct.
) Following the steps outlined in the “BULBS REPLACEMENT INSTRUCTIONS” to check
if the MR16 LED lamp is securely connected.
2) Fuse blows or circuit trips when light is turned on.
a) Check for crossed wires, ensure wiring is correct.
If unable to fix any of the above issues, please consult a certified electrician.
